I built a makeshift paint booth in the carport fréwx 4's and
heavy plastic sheeting that worked great.

The rear of the car still sports thing that |
hand made years ago... but the front end looked nalGl |
got out the fiberglass and started to create sanwethat added
the same sex appeal to the front clip as the widgadthe rear.
It only took 5 tries to get it right!

Basically, | laid up fiberglass
sheeting, with 1/8 inch aluminum
strips in between for support, then
hand fabbed the corners and
voila ! A splitter/front spoiler that
looked as good as the wing on the
back.

Some of you already wnthe
story behind the blend of color | sprayed, buttfiwse of you
that don't here’s the skinny. | started with 1dlgns of (and
please don't shoot me for this) 2002 Chrysler Peovideep
Candy Red. They only painted 238 Prowlers thabrcahd
never used it again. | fell in love with the basuor tint....
But of course, | had to change it! To the mainocol added
about 6 0z of Rosetta Red pearl, and a “bit” adriiim tint
base. Full Tilt got 5 coats of color in my makédshooth with
every other coat being hand wet sanded with 12@@agper.

It's kind of like sanding with heavy newspapéut it
takes just enough off coats 2, 4 and 5 to make#iet VERY
smooth. Over top of that, | sprayed 5 coats ddircleEach coat
of clear was wet sanded with 1500 grit, so thatwhegot to
buffing, | went over the car with 2000 grit, the&(® grit, and
buffed with 3M polishing compound.

| know there a hundred other bits and pieces twdtary, but
this should give you all the basic overview. Andrk has
picked back up again... so with the exception ofeéhshows,
(of which Full Tilt has taken®iplace at all three) she has been
waiting patiently in the garage for me to get bézker.

Eteough | was
extremely careful about epoxy primer, clean sudaspraying
at dawn in the mornings to avoid insects... | haveldait all
over again.  And | will
repaint this fall when time
and funds become availa-
ble. In the meantime, |
have been playing around
with varying graphic de-
signs. Although I just love
the color, Full Tilt needs a
bit more and | think | have
the perfect solution. Gloss

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My “Engine Changing” Experience

It's been long enough now. I've had enough timentmn-
tally and emotionally process the experience thatat
changing the engine out in Lacy, our ‘85 Corvettelore
importantly, enough time and miles have passedr(awea
and 21,000 miles) that | can truthfully say that thansplan
was a success, and the patient did not rejectéwetheart!

We knew when we bought Lacy at 142,000 miles th&f s

had been ridden hard and put away wet, and thag¢ingine
was showing some signs of fatigue. | was hopingnéke
the L98 last until the 200,000 mile mark, but figtively
began stuffing cash into an envelope for the negimenright
away.

The time came during our trip to Walland in 201en-
nifer had gone ahead with Hannah in Sid, Jenn’s 6 |
had to work so | came up later in the evening. &hging
typically used a quart of oil every 1000 miles or but on
this trip it took two quarts between Nashville af@lland. |
knew that something was up.

After a great weekend at the farmhouse in Wallangl]

set out for home. Cruising along at 75 or so @f,]4 no-
ticed that the oil temperature had begun to clin@n up it
went, 250,260,275, higher than I'd ever seen it Yéhenev-
er | went up a hill, the engine starting makingasa thaf
sounded a lot like rod knock, and Jennifer informesl ovel
the radio that my car was coating the front of veith a fine
mist of oil. Time to slow down. We got on the kaoads
and eased home, and the engine was shut downedmt
time at 189,237 miles. As soon as | got insideas on the
phone with JEGGS and ordered the brand new lorzkblo

| had considered rebuilding the old motor, but ra@me
research it looked like a rebuild, even with mengoimost of
the work, would cost as much or more than the negine.
While | had never changed an engine in a Vette reeft
rebuilt an engine in a Ford Escort once, but thabably
doesn’t count), we're reasonably mechanically medi, ang
| was certain that if | ran into problems my frienflom the
Nashville Corvette

maybe even Gordon
Killebrew could talk
me out of any difficul-

ty.

Removing the old
engine was pretty
straightforward. I
bought a hoist and
engine stand from
Advance Auto, and
got to work. Using a
digital camera to take
pictures of everything
every step of the way,

| removed the airbox and mass air sensor, AC cossprg
smog pump, alternator, power steering pump, etecobl-
ing fan, throttle body, distributor, upper and lowatake
manifold, exhaust headers and valve covers. Stipgdhe
transmission with a jack and the engine with thisthd be-
gan removing the bell housing bolts and motor msunt
Jennifer was a tremendous help all along, butihgritands
proved to be invaluable in reaching those touglyeb af]
bolts.

After photographing the gaping hole, we did a thgt
degreasing and cleaning, and began prepping theengine
for installation. | installed a new flex-plate, ftap mounts
starter and water pump, coolant and oil temp ssnaad
down into the hole the new motor went. Gettintpislide
into place was a bit of a trick, but after not tmaich foul
language and almost no bloodshed, the new engisdult
ed down. Back on went the headers, intake marsifalds-
tributor, new injectors, AC compressor, alternatpower|
steering pump and smog pump. It sounds quick a3y
here, but believe me, there were a few times wtstared af
it, thinking “I wonder how much some would give rfar
this thing, right where it sits, as is....” Usindparrowed oil
priming tool (I didn't make one out of an old dibtitor
because | was too lazy, and | didn’'t have a spastetalitor)
| primed the oil system, and there were no leaks.

Finally, the pile of parts on the workbench was gyjcand
Lacy looked intact again, so the moment of trutll laa-
rived. She started right up! After ascertainihgtttherd
were no leaks or other problems, | let her warmdig,the|
initial break-in routine and took my first tentagivdrive
around the block.

There are still a few minor issues remaining. $taken
ly put in injectors that are slightly undersized,she doesnit
run as well as she should when cold. That wilcbeected
in the next few weeks. But once the thermostanspshd
runs perfectly, and with a lot more power! I'vetai,000
miles on the new motor, it gets Mobil 1 every 300ikes no
matter what.

Was it worth it? Being a year removed from thejgeg
makes it easier to say this, but yes, it absoluteg. Thd
new motor transformed Lacy back into what she vk in
1985, only better, because we did it. We put thator
there!

Would | do it again? Well, no. Next time, I'll gor the
ZZ4 motor, stroked to 383 cubic inches....

If you are at least somewhat mechanically inclinaain
a decent set of hand tools, and have the patiemtéirae to
tackle a project that could take a month or morhighly
recommend doing this.

One significant positive indicator is the numberpat-
ticipants who helped fund raising efforts. Fundsira
events help support the charitable activities suggoby
the club.

However, the work load on the few folks were
consistently working the events had taken a majibahd the
logical conclusion was to stop the effort.

A special thanks goesatalSJones
who submitted at least one article every month asdally
more than a single item.

Again this year NCC garnered several National Award
NCC received a'Bplace award in the National Club Competi-
tion.
